Group Work
	Students will be divided into three groups. Each group will be given the information from sample resumes for the position of a web designer. Their task will be to sort the given information cards, by matching the headings of each section with the appropriate data. Thus, they will compile the final form of a chosen sample resume. Each group representative will present their results. The aim of the activity is to show whether students understand the structure, components and form of Europass CV template and whether they can understand the key vocabulary (“strong” verbs, personal adjectives…)
